Installing SoundStation IP 3000

Preparing for Installation

To install the SoundStation IP and connect 
it to the network, complete the following 
steps.

1 Place the SoundStation IP on a flat 
surface (such as a conference room table 
or desktop), with a power outlet and a 
data network port nearby.

2 Connect one end of the 6 ft. data cable 
to your data network port. 

    Connect the other end to the network 
(LAN) port on the PIM.

3 Connect the 25 ft. data cable to 
the RJ-45 port on the bottom of the 
SoundStation IP. (The other end of this 
cable is pre-plugged into the PIM.)

4 Connect the power adapter to the AC 
adapter port on the PIM. 

5 Plug the other end into a standard 
electrical power outlet in the wall. 

Installing and Connecting to the Network

When you have finished connecting the 
phone, a start-up process will automatical-
ly begin. During this process, which may 
last several minutes, the LCD will display 
a sequence of screens. When the process 
is complete, and your SoundStation IP 
is ready for use, you will hear a tone 
indicating that the unit has been initialized.
